Dogs without a Microchip:  The annual fee for any dog license required by Chapter 1 of Title VII of the Napa County Code of Ordinances is Forty-Five Dollars ($45.00) except that the fee shall Thirty Dollars ($30.00) for a dog shown by the certificate of a licensed veterinarian to have been spayed, neutered or otherwise altered to prevent reproduction.  Fee includes free micro-chipping any time during the period of the license renewal.
